From an Airport 

Heathrow 
The airline coach service runs every 20 minutes from Terminal 5, stop 10 at the arrivals concourse, to 
Oxford, Gloucester Green. The journey takes approximately 80 minutes and costs GBP 29 (return 
ticket). Gloucester Green coach station is approximately 10 minutes' walk from the College. For more 
information see http://airline.oxfordbus.co.uk. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Gatwick 
The airline coach service runs every hour from Gatwick South Terminal Lower Forecourt (stands 
1&2) and Gatwick North Terminal Lower Forecourt (stands 4&5) to Oxford, Gloucester Green. The 
journey takes approximately two hours to two and a half hours and costs GBP 37 (return ticket). 
Gloucester Green coach station is approximately 10 minutes' walk from the College. For more 
information see http://airline.oxfordbus.co.uk.
